The Old English Habits are
indeed admirably suited to the style and manners of the plays of that time, in
which a peculiarity prevails very remote from modern dialogue and the present
fashions. The effect of this observation of the Costume, as the French call it, is
very visible in the representation of Every Man in His Humour, and will, we hope,
for the future be strictly observed in dressing every character of the plays of that
age.” The author then comments on Love’s success as Falstaff, and Garrick’s
effectiveness as the sick king especially in delivering the long speeches.]
