The "Theatre" article

for the month remarked upon the boldness of Garrick's opening with the Beggar's

Opera, "notwithstanding he was requested by the Bench of Justices at Bow-Street,

to suppress it, as they were of opinion it had done a great deal of mischief among

the low class of people." Lloyd's Evening Post, 17 Sept., included extracts from

letters against playing the Beggar's Opera, "because every performance makes from

one two twenty thieves." Sir John Fielding and his associates had addressed a

letter to Garrick requesting him not to perform the opera for the same reason. The

Morning Chronicle, 23 Sept., praised Garrick for not complying with the Justices'

request. Wm Augustus Miles published a Letter to Sir John Fielding occasioned by

his extraordinary Request to Mr Garrick for the suppression of the Beggar's Opera

(44 pp.). In this he vindicated the moral effect of the opera.] Receipts: £158
