At the end of the pantomime it was again called

for; and the theatre not sending forward the performers, the audience cheerfully

sung it for themselves; and having sung, they encored themselves; so that alto-

gether it was sung six times in the course of the evening. Her Majesty had a

bandeau of black velvet, on which were set in diamonds the words 'Long live the

king.' The princesses had bandeaus of white satin, and 'Long live the king^ in

gold" {Universal Magazine, Apr. 1789, p. 218).
