At the latter end of 1766 [at Covent Garden] Mr Woodward made

some alterations, and it was revived with great success. It is again brought for-

ward with applause, and recalls to the remembrance of those who formerly saw

it with delight, the recollection of the most enchanting period of life. The opening

scene of Tartarus . . . was first introduced in the speaking pantomime of The

Mirror [at Covent Garden, 30 Nov. 1779].
